My partner Robin Barfoot & I have been the 5-
UP Ride Leaders for the past two years and it 
is a great job, we like chaos ï this year we had 
a lot more than we wanted when we had a rider 
have a heart attack on the wall, near East Jor-
dan.  As it turns out, the gentleman, Phil Cun-
ningham, is fine now and recovering with a 
strong likelihood of a full recovery.  The odds of 
this happening are well under 5% to even get 
off the hill.  The tests have shown zero brain or 
heart damage attributed to lack of oxygen ï we 
are told the odds of having no damage is mi-
raculous.  As of this writing, he has returned 
home and is recuperating well. 
 
This registered DALMAC rider was immediately 
attended to by his brother, Gary Cunningham, 
and best friend, Jim Howes, performing CPR 
and artificial respiration.  DALMAC rider An-
drew Ellison and DALMAC official photographer 
Matthew Winn assisted in this direct resuscita-
tion and are being recognized by the City of 
East Jordan as heroic citizen volunteers.  A 
number of community citizen awards from em-
ployers, and from East Jordan to recognize the 
TCBA/DALMAC folks who provided assistance 
to the downed rider.   We are told that newspa-
per coverage in the City of East Jordan is an-
ticipated to encourage the citizens to obtain 
CPR training and to recognize the volunteer 
staff that did such an amazing job.   
 
The volunteer East 
Jordan Emergency 
Medical Services 
(EJEMS) staff was 
quick to arrive ï and 
worked on the 
downed rider for 
quite a while before 
transporting him to 
Northern Michigan 
Hospital in Petos-
key.  He was in bad 
shape, (later diag-
nosed with 3 arterial 
blockages and un-
derwent a triple bypass operation).  When we 
say ñquick to arriveò we are not exaggerating ï 

from the moment our riders contacted us on the 
top of the wall to make the call, there were only a 
few short minutes before a swarm of volunteer 
EJEMS was on the wall.  TCBA/DALMAC Board 
of Directors voted to make a significant donation 
to the EJEMS to support their efforts at broaden-
ing and training more community members in 
CPR.   
 
In addition to the EJEMS Crew of  Jim Jordan, 
Nick Moes, Jim Rathbun, Tracey Segraves, and 
Jay Peck, Deputy Jake Wasylewski of the Char-
levoix County Sheriff Department provided assis-
tance.  Furthermore, TCBA/DALMAC ended up 
with 7 other members (Marty Butler, Ben Morgan, 
Peter Durkos, Glenn Bryant, Don, Tom and Jim 
Mazuchowski) of this yearôs crew involved in 
some fashion.   
 
Mr. Ellison, who is married and the father of 8, 
and grandfather of 5, was awarded a free DAL-
MAC by Pat Trudgen at that nightôs rider meeting 
in Pellston.  Mr. Ellisonôs employer of 25 years, 
the Michigan Department of Corrections, where 
he is a Sergeant at the Saint Louis Facility,  re-
quested and received the following ñwrite-upò for 
their organization newsletter: 
 
ñDALMAC's 39th trip from Lansing to Mackinac 
this year featured over 2100 riders, (including 
"Team Chili Pepper" of riders associated with 
Michigan  Department of Corrections - of which 
Mr. Andrew Ellison is a participant). 
  
The 5 day trip followed a route from East Jordan 
to Boyne City, featuring a formidable hill that has 
been nicknamed "The Wall" for its sheer face and 
the fact that a small percentage of riders actually 
succeed in making it up without walking.   
A fellow rider this year suddenly collapsed and 
suffered a significant heart attack on The 
Wall.  There was neither respiration nor a pulse 
and Mr. Andrew Ellison immediately became one 
of four riders that performed artificial respiration 
and CPR.  Andrew was one of the two on the 
CPR team, utilizing the training he has received 
during his tenure at MI Dept. of Corrections. The 
patient showed minimal vital signs and the efforts 
intensified to resuscitate the rider.  These efforts 
were intense. 
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DALMAC RIDERS HELP SAVE A LIFE

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East Jordan Emergency Medical Services staff ar-
rived on the scene and the rider group continued to 
assist as citizen volunteers until the patient was able 
to be stabilized enough for transportation to the hos-
pital in Petoskey.  The work of the East Jordan EMS 
staff was also outstanding and was directly aided by 
the riders and crew of DALMAC.  Mr. Glenn Bryant, 
also a MI Dept. of Corrections staff member, assisted 
at the scene as a crew member and rider of DAL-
MAC. 
  
The result of the immediate actions that Mr. Ellison 
participated in resulted in the medical report, follow-
ing bypass surgery, stating that no permanent dam-
age was incurred by the patient.  It has been stated 
that the chance for recovery from an incident this se-
vere is less than 5%.  For there to have been no 
heart tissue damage or brain damage is simply a 
miracle. 
 
Upon completion of this lifesaving action, Mr. Ellison 
got back on his bike, continued up "The Wall" and on 
into Boyne City for lunch.  He has been recognized 
by the DALMAC organization with a free ticket for 
next year's ride and Andrew has begun discussion 
with DALMAC's organizers to include CPR & First 
Aid training into their club meetings and crew mem-
ber orientations.ò
