I call Lee my friend, but he was a friend to all. I havenôt 
had too many people that I could call a close friend. 
Lee was one of those people. He was a large man with 
a large heart. Lee would do just about anything for you. 
Lee passed away on January 3, 2010. He will be 
missed. 
 
Lee was deeply involved in the DALMAC and was the 
main person who set up the current incarnation of Sum-
merTour and was its chairman. He was the guy you 
talked to when volunteering for jobs on DALMAC. He 
was the guy who talked to you when your flag was too 
short on SummerTour. Over the years, Lee participated 
in all of the TCBA tours as well as many other Michigan 
rides. He was an avid bicyclist and was among the first 
in TCBA to be totally dedicated to riding a recumbent. 
 
He and Jeannie went to Florida every year. Lee rode 
his bike there too. We rode a lot of miles together on 
the trails in the Dade City area. This got us a little more 
ready for Michigan riding when the snow was gone. 
 
Many times I would call Lee to see if he wanted to go to 
breakfast. He was always ready for that. Ida and I 
would meet Lee and Jeannie at a local restaurant and 
talk for a couple of hours. It was mostly about biking, 
but we had a wide range of topics. 
 
Lee was a very unselfish man. Sometimes, when we 
were out checking routes, we needed to stop for lunch. 
I would say to him, where do you want to eat or what 
type of food would you want? He would always tell me 
ñWhere ever you want. You are driving.ò  This always 
happened when he was driving too. I donôt know if he 
was just settling or really didnôt care as long as we ate. 
This was the way he was. 
 
Lee was a major force in organizing SummerTour each 
year. He probably was doing much more than he 
should have, but Iôm sure every participant was glad 
that he was doing all that he could to make the tour 
what it is. Lee missed only the 1998 SummerTour. That 
was the year we planted the seed for the current con-
cept of the layover day. Before that, SummerTour was 
five consecutive days at four different overnight sites. 
 
I call Lee my friend. He was more than that. I think 
about him all the time. Recounting the times we spent 
checking routes, painting routes and making sure Sum-
merTour was set up as well as it could be. 
 
I miss my friend.
