MICHIGAN BICYCLISTS 
(www.lmb.org):  The second 
House Transportation Commit-
tee hearing on complete streets 
legislation, HB 6151 and 6152, 
saw the room once again 
packed with supporters of the 
policies. The legislation, which 
seeks to move Michigan away 
from auto-centric road designs, 
and ensure the needs of all 
roadway users has attracted 
strong support from a broad 
range of advocates. 

John Lindenmayer, Associate 
director of the League of Michi-
gan Bicyclists, was the first to 
testify and took the opportunity 
to present the Committee with a 
letter signed by the owners of 
25 Michigan bicycle shops.  As 

co-chair of the Michigan Com-
plete Streets Coalition, he 
also reiterated the numerous 
community benefits of com-
plete streets and provided a 
brief synopsis of the national, 
statewide and local complete 
streets efforts currently under-
way. 
 

Lindenmayer also fielded the 
first of several questions from 
various Representatives 
about funding for the pol-
icy.  Rep Switalski, who spon-
sored the bill, backed up Lin-
denmayer's responses by re-
futing erroneous claims that 
the bills represent an un-
funded mandate.  Switalski 
reminded the Committee 
members that "language in 
the bill gives an exemption for 
excessive costs," and added 
"It doesn't cost anything to 
think differently and to plan 
differently."
