The Ride of Silence is an event
held to honor and memorialize
cyclists who have been injured
or killed while on public road-
ways, and aims to raise the
awareness to the public that
cyclists have a right to the pub-
lic roadways. The ride is a si-
lent, slow paced procession,
suitable for all skill levels, and
there are no registration fees.
There are 300+ events world-
wide, with 31 locations state-
wide, two of which are in the
immediate coverage area of
TCBA,; one ride covers the East
Lansing/MSU/Lansing area,
and one ride is in Haslett.

Riders are requested to wear a

black armband if memorializing a
fatality, and/or a red armband if
they have been the victim of a col-
lision. Helmets are also required.
General public is quite welcome to
join in the procession.

The Lansing/MSU/East Lansing
event will gather at the MSU Bike
location (canoe dock) at 6:30, and
will travel to the State Capitol
Building at 7:00. A chance to pro-
vide a memorial statement is avail-
able on the Capitol steps, and we
are working on getting a shuttle
provided for those who do not
wish to ride back to MSU. Cyclists
are also requested to use lights,
as it often gets dark by the time
the event ends.

The Haslett event will start and
end at the Haslett Middle school,
and will also gather at 6:30. More
information (and a ride directory)
can be found on the ROS web-
page, http://www.rideofsilence.org/
main.php.
